HOW TO PARTICIPATE

The student or parent is to fill in the log (which is on the back of this sheet) for each day that the student walks or
bikes to/from school. Each way is worth one point, so if the student walks both to and from school, he/she will earn
2 points. At the end of each 9 weeks the student/parent is to tally the total number of points earned and sign the
form. The form is to be turned into the student’s teacher as indicated on the Log form. Each class will have the
opportunity to go to the WOW store where students can purchase prizes with the points. The student may spend all
his/her points or save them until later in the year, up until the end of the year, to purchase larger prizes. A new log
will be distributed to each student through their class folders prior to the beginning of each 9 weeks .

1) Walking or bicycling with your child in the beginning to find the safest route and teaching the proper way to
cross the streets.

2) Always have your child walk with an adult or friend, and even better a group of friends for security.

3) Always wear a helmet, when bicycling or riding a scooter.
